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From Pastor Bode - The Right Time

Dear fellow-stewards of God's bounty,

"As God's co-workers we urge you
not to receive God's grace in vain.
For He says,

'In the time of My favor I heard you,
and in the day of salvation I helped you.’

I tell you, now is the time of God's
favor, now is the day of salva-
tion." (2 Corinthians 5:2—NIV)

Timing is critical!
"There is a time for everything,

and a season for every activity
under heaven.”
(Ecclesiastes 3:1—NIV)

The farmer must know just when to
pick his crops. To a stockbroker, a de-
lay in buying or selling, can mean the
difference between thousands of dol-
lars being gained or lost.

But timing is also an excuse often
used today by many. We frequently
hear it said: "The time just isn't right."
For some, it seems the time is never
right.

Too often this is the case with
Christian stewardship. Some followers
of Christ seem to go through life al-
ways saying,

"The time just isn't right. I just can't
afford to give up anymore time or
money to the church right now. Next
year the timing will be better and
things will ease up. The pressure will
be off and then I will be able to do
more for my Lord and His Church. The
Lord and the work of His kingdom
will just have to wait for awhile.”

But too often next year never be-
comes this year and still, "The time just
isn't right."”

But that's not what God says. We are
told:

"Now is the time of God's favor,

now is the day of salvation."

Paul reminds us that in fact the time
is right. Jesus tells us to lift up our eyes
and look on the fields, for they are white
for the harvest. One conservative esti-
mate tells us that every 10 seconds one
person dies without ever having heard
the good news of Jesus Christ. That's
over 10,000 souls each day lost for all
eternity.

No excuse will keep those lost souls from an
eternity without God and without home.

"The harvest is plentiful but the workers are few." (Matthew 9:37—NIV)

The time is right. No sacrifice can be too great ... or too soon.

» Now is the time to "seek first His kingdom and His righteousness” trusting God that then all these other
things "will be given to you as well." (Matthew 6:33—NIV)

missionaries can witness to Christ's saving love throughout this lost world for which the Savior
spilled His blood.

= Never forget, as Paul tells us,
"While we were still helpless at the right time, Christ died for the ungodly, so that we who live should
no longer live for ourselves, but for Him who died and rose again for our sake.”" (Romans 5:8, 2 Corin-
thians 5:15)

You will find the
full account of this battle in the book of Joshua, chapter six.

Persevering in prayer isn't always easy - believe me, I know. Praying for the same thing,
day in and day out, can become discouraging, but I hope this insight may help you stay focused
and not grow weary - God is always up to something good!

"Sometimes we lay a crucial request before God, perhaps a life-and-death matter, and we
want something fast and spectacular. Instead, God often directs us to keep walking around
that Jericho, day after day, repeating the same fundamental steps while nothing seems to
happen.

Oh, it will. We must never stop believing it will. But in the mean-
time, we've got to keep walking and keep circling no matter how many
times we've done it before and no matter how many times we're yet to
do it. We may want a constant dose of dramatics, but God enjoys see-
ing the perseverance of simple, daily devotion.”

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LWR Quilt & Kit Shipping Fund - $80,000

For as long as the LWML has existed, Lutheran women have been making quilts to send to those in
need. Since 1945 Lutheran World Relief (LWR) has been supplying these quilts (& kits) to those
who need them most. Getting these items to the farthest reaches of the world can be complex and
challenging. LWR has established a network of transportation, warehousing and distribution ena-
bling the recipients to live better lives and to know the love of Jesus.

Lutheran World Relief ships between $12 and $13 million worth of quilts, blankets, baby care Kits,
personal care Kits, school and fabric kits and soap to 20 about countries each year. It costs approxi-
mately $1.5 million to run this program each year, and this LWML national grant of $80,000 will
help sustain the fund and support these costs. These treasured gifts are sent with love in the name
of Jesus to remote areas around the world.
